It was a dream come true for a trio of Ontario business
partners and friends as Dream Away crossed the wire first in
the 1997 Meadowlands Pace.

It took Sam Goldband, Marvin Katz and Al Libfeld more
than two decades to know the thrill of victory that comes from
winning the premier event for three-year-old pacers.

An unexpected elimination winner, Dream Away was sent
off as the second choice in the field along with JK Outlaw, a
two-horse entry for trainer Brett Pelling.

Dream Away and driver Ron Pierce left the gate and settled
into third as Western Dreamer and Red Bow Tie battled for
the lead.  At the half, Pierce pulled him off the pylons and
brushed to the lead quickly, drawing off by a length.   The
move caught the rest of the field by surprise and Dream Away
reached the three-quarter pole unchallenged.  As horses shook

loose behind him, Pierce urged Dream Away once more and
the colt dug in and held off the furious late charge of At Point
Blank for a half-length victory in 1:50.2.

“I was thrilled to death,” Pierce said.  “I wasn’t sure about
him being on the lead because there were three great horses
behind me.  I wasn’t sure if I could outlick them in the end.  I
could hear them closing in on me in the last sixteenth and I
was panicking.”

“We thought he was a good colt; now he’s a great colt,”
Marvin Katz said.  “We’ve waited for this, we really dreamed
about it.”

Dream Away provided Pierce with the biggest win of his
career, Pelling with his second victory in the $1 million event
and his owners the fulfillment of a lifelong dream.
